Therefore, we are requesting your aide in taking precautionary steps to lessen the potential of a problem during the Idaho Junior High Finals Rodeo.  This virus has a very unpredictable incubation period and therefore these calculated precautions will benefit all members attending the Idaho Junior High Finals.
